BOOK REVIEW

Just as the June issue of the OS went to the print-
er, | received an offer from MOTORBOOKS, an
imprint of MBI Publishing Company, of a book to
review. The book is AUTOCROSS PERFORMANCE
HANDBOOK by Richard Newton. | agreed to review
the book as | was curious. | received the book and
started to read it. | initially found it difficult to
read as | kept getting distracted by the photos and
the information in the captions with the photos. (I
was especially distracted when | realized that |
know some of the people in the photos.) Finally, |
decided that | would simply read the text as if it
were a textbook and then go back to look at the
photos and captions. It took some discipline to do
it, but I made it. This WILL NOT be a problem for
someone who is not reading the book to write a
review.

The author has a great attitude about autocrossing,
he thinks that it is fun and should be enjoyed with-
out dumping gobs of money into the effort. He has
done research into the car classifications and how
the various car clubs operate their events. He pro-
vides some lists of car classifications with the nota-
tion that they may not be current by the time the
reader sees the list. He describes how typical
events are run. There are little tidbits of wisdom
from a good number of other drivers included
throughout the text. He, time after time, admon-
ishes the reader that the best way to go faster is to
improve the driver not just dump money into the
car. He describes some of the better driving tech-
nigues so that the reader can improve the driver.

I like the book. It is well written and interesting.

It is inclusive and the author has a great attitude
about the sport. The only bad thing about the book
is the cover. There are 5 little screamer notes on
the cover and two of them are contrary to the rest
of the book and to my own experience. The first is
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“Choosing the best car”; one of the strengths of
autocrossing is that you can run almost any car
that you already have. The second is “Selecting a
competition class”; this is something that most
beginners cannot do, the car they have has
already been classified by the club operating the
event.

Finger Lakes Region — (The worst race | have
attended in 27 years)

What a spring/summer! After the DSR Ocelot
dropped an oil pump at Nelson Ledges last July, I
just let it sit, and ran the IT-7 Mazda. So, with the
Mid-Ohio GL-ROC upcoming, | decided to pull the
motor and get it fixed.

Earlier, 1 had dropped a tip seal in the IT-7 RX-7
motor at the autocross Test-N-Tune, so | had two
motors to change. 1 got the DSR up and running,
with repaired bodywork just before the GL-ROC
National, but an external oil leak (from the Nelson
hit from a Formula Mazda) did me in. By the time |
got it permanently fixed at the GL-ROC, | had holed
the motor (KABOOM). | got about seven laps at Mid-
Ohio in the DSR, blowing up on the first lap of the
second qualifying.

Finally, with the help of Steve Ealy, Brad Foreman,
Bill Koch, Roland Hahn, Brian Rosser, and his girl-
friend, | got the RX-7 motor (ex-Rudy Cloon) in, and
running.

So, in order to make the IRP National, it was DSR
motor install time again (the old reliable stock

motor). Ray Morrow gave up part of his 4th of July
to help drop it in. Everything went great at IRP
(now ORP). The back section was not as bumpy as
| feared, turns 2, 3, 4, & 5 were bumpy, and so, |

got a nice ond place with no problems.

Ray Morrow came over Monday before the race
(running two weekends in a row), and helped me
prep the DSR for Watkins Glen. So, fast forward to
Friday, and | am on vacation, leaving for the Glen
about 7:45 AM. The trip was pretty, and uneventful
except that Mr. Petrosucker Il (my Ford conversion
van) was only getting about 10 mpg towing, and the
roads in New York were bumpy, and every state had
construction including a 22 mile stretch in NY @ 45
mph.

I stopped in Erie for a Yuengling run to a “beer dis-
tributor” (package store in other states).
Pennsylvania has weird liquor laws (the ladies at the
convenience store likened it to prohibition). You
can’t buy beer at a grocery or convenience store.
Small amounts can be bought at a bar (Hey honey, |
need a 6-pack; will you go down to the biker bar on
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the corner and get me one?), or larger quantities
from a “beer distributor”. Weirdoramal

It took about 8 hours to get to the Glen. Of
course, Registration was not open at 4PM, not till
6PM. So, | dropped the trailer and went into the
town of Watkins Glen. Got some chicken for din-
ner, and a new brake light for the Ocelot, and
filled the tow van’s tank @ $3.11.9/gal. — Wow!
Then | found the original race course from 1948,
and drove around it. It is 6.2 miles long and
scary, but really pretty and neat; those 1948 driv-
ers had big ones to have driven that in those old
cars, and some of the course was gravel then. 1
got back in time for Registration to open and the
line was huge (guess they never heard of opening
early).

I drove down to the Paddock — beautiful lilies and
other flowers are everywhere at WGI, but there
are no showers on the property. Get this — there
were NO places left on the huge paved Paddock.
So, how did they all get in early? Surely, not all
were testing? Ah ha, closer study of the schedule
showed open Registration at 8:30 — 10 that morn-
ing. So, all these 300+ drivers showed up on
Friday morning just to ensure a good Paddock
spot. Well, you know where | ended up — out in
the grass boonies with Juglish & Amad. Then, I
studied the event program and discovered that
two other cars in my group had #10, and that |
was listed as 70. Did they bother to contact me
in advance — NO! Did Registration say anything to
me when | registered — NO! Weirdorama.

Tech was next, another long line. The Inspector
was nice though (as was the Registrar), and not
Tech Nazi’s like at IRP. | had to apply a NEDIV
medical info packet to my helmet (nothing medical
on the entry form, thus defying the GCR). If the
helmet gets damaged in a crash/fire, where do
they get the medical info?

Some background on WGI. It is almost impossible
to get a full session or race in at the track. The
guardrail is set right next to the track, and the
workers (F&C, Course, Fire, Emergency, etc. are
not allowed to go onto the track unless it is a
black flag all, or a Safety Car is dispatched. The
F&C workers are behind wire barriers that are
behind the other barriers. In the driver’s letter,
they said they were not going to take black flag
time away from the session, so you know what
that meant — a very long day. To ensure they
would finish at a reasonable time (it was 5:45 on
Saturday), they only had 7 run groups, a fatal
flaw with over 300 cars on track.
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Our group (#3) was FA, FE, FB, FC, FM, S2, CSR, &
DSR, with 65 cars — the fastest group and the
largest group. The other groups were in the 40’s
except SM with 29. SRF also had their own race.
Very bad planning, in my opinion.

Saturday had nice cool weather. We had a drivers
meeting with the Chief Steward while we were on
the grid and the SRF’s were running, so we could
hear nothing — a waste of time. This first qualifying
session was hell — never got a clean lap — was dive-
bombed by FA’s, etc. several times per lap, so, my
times were off 5 seconds from two years ago. But,
the car ran fine, and the track was fun to drive.

The afternoon qualifying session was better and |
got two laps at the end (after a black flag all for a
crashed FC) where | took two seconds off my times
because the laps were fairly clear (only got dive-
bombed a couple of times per lap).

It took until Sunday morning to get a correct quali-
fying sheet (Version #3). Meanwhile, | happened to
run into the Chief Steward, and she said that Skip
Reber and | were over 120% of our class times, and
she was considering not allowing us to race. | was
to come back later after the Stewards had “talked”.
I went back and worked on the Ocelot, and the sec-
ond version of the Qualifying was out, and my
name, and Skip’s had disappeared from the time
sheet. 1 also must point out that nowhere were our
times asterisked to tell us we were over 120%. It
didn’t help that the DSR pole-sitter (Gardiner) had
broken DiRenzo’s lap record by 4 seconds! 1| also
must point out that three years ago, | had a bum
motor and was 14 seconds slower than this, and the
officials said nothing then.

Notes from Saturday: Paul Newman was racing a
GT1 Corvette (#82 — his age), and Randy Canfield
(HP Sprite) hit the wall, broke his leg, and the car.

So, | sat around for 1-1/2 hours waiting for the
Chief Steward to come back from T/S (they had
poor communications, making it hard to find anyone
— unlike, Mid-Ohio there is no one place the Chief
Steward can be found, nor is there a an Information
area, or for that matter, no showers), thinking that I
would have to censored to get
into the race. She finally got back from T/S and
met with Skip and me, and said the Stewards had
voted to allow us to run. | told her that if they had
any problems with my driving, they could black flag
me.

The Saturday party was nice. Hamburgers & hot
dogs, and all the trimmings, with a nice selection of
NY wines and Buttwiper products (ugh).
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Unfortunately, | knew very few people, maybe 6 to
8.

Sunday, and rain showers are eminent, (nothing
much actually happened until after my race).
While we were gridding, the Smurfs were crashing
in the last corner. Finally we were on track and
the pace lap was brisk (for those of us in the rear)
and we got no flag. The next time by, also no flag
and the third time again NO FLAG! What were
they doing up front? Idiots! Fourth try by, and a
green flag. | was keeping up with the DSR’s a row
in front of me, and | got to the bus stop and wav-
ing yellows were out — a Sports 2 had spun and
was high centered, facing backwards at the exit of
the bus stop, but not in the line. Then the double
yellows came out and we went two more slowly
(briskly for me — I was running 9/10’s in the back,
and on that second yellow lap I came around the
boot, and the field was STOPPED! | stopped and
killed the engine; I finally got it to start again, and
was on a steep hill, and | smoked the clutch. |
barely made it up the hill and I pulled off at the
right hander at a course station.

I couldn’t find anything wrong; meanwhile it took
two laps to get the Safety car out before they
could hook up the S2 and move it, and that took
several laps. | understand the field only got 4
green laps (out of 14) — | got 2!

The course workers removed the nose from the
Ocelot and set it to the side so they could get the
car on a rollback. About that time another course
truck marked “Watkins Glen International” pulled
up and drove over my nose — what an idiot!
(Cracked the front and the right front wheel open-
ing). The course guys and rollback were good,
and got me back to my Paddock in time to see the
end of the race (barely).

| packed up and was out of there by 12:40 and
home by 8:10, so 7-1/2 hours back.

Mileage 441.4 each way (882.8 total), time: 7-1/2
hours.

I rather doubt I'll ever return to Watkins Glen
because a) I'm too slow, b) the race organization
and operation was abominable, and c) the track
rules prevent having a good session or a good
race.
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The clutch was worn out and burned, and it really
was starting to slip a little anyway. The nose was
fixable, and | got the car ready for the Nelson
Ledges National. NeOhio’s race organization was
great compared to Finger Lakes Region, and the
first 4 laps of the race were the fastest laps | had
ever turned with that engine. However, after mak-
ing a pass at the corner leading to the Pit straight,
the engine flamed out. It’s not the fuel pump nor
the igniter. | suspect an ignition wire somewhere
either shorted, or fell off. The engine starts, then
immediately dies.

Nelson and IRP, both great layouts, fun to drive,
but both in need of repair. The two bumpiest
tracks I've been to. Every time | came in at
Nelson, the bodywork latches were loose; | think
the track surface has deteriorated since last year.

Well on to Mid-Ohio with the IT-7. | don’t hold out
much hope for the untried motor.

In the end they got it down a week
before the event, knowing that we would be
there that following weekend. We did at
least get them to stop short of painting all
of the lines on the lot before we came out.

Bruno tried to lay out a course that would
minimize any damage to the part of the lot
that had already been painted, but the big
question was how the sealer on the course
would react to the heat that was forecast
for the weekend.

Friday night we had a registration and tech
session at OSU. | want to give a big thanks
to all of the folks who came to help out
Friday night. Aaron Ritch, Pete Bates, Dave
Flemming and Scott Johnson came out to
help tech the cars and Simi Dhillon, and
Tonya Smith helped Tammy with registra-
tions and staking out a prime area for our
easy ups! Tonya also brought her big tents
for the Saturday party and Mark Gleckler
and | helped her put together one of the
tent sections so we could stick stuff under it
for the night.

A security car came around and | talked to
the officer about the lot one more time to
make sure they understood what we need -
ed to do. She called while | stood there
and again confirmed that it would be OK to
run our event on the sealed lot. The
Hoovers arrived a short time later and we
all moved the barriers away from the lot so
we could begin the course set up.

Saturday dawned with a hot and muggy
forecast, but at least in the morning we had
a breeze and it did not feel too bad. All of
the talk in the morning was about the sur-
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face and how it would hold up in the heat at
mid day. (There was also talk about how the
people would hold up in the heat!) We were
feeling pretty good halfway through the first
run group. All of the reports were that the grip
was much better than anticipated and few driv-
ers were having any problems. By the time the
second group entered the track the tempera-
ture was climbing rapidly and proportionally
the grip was going away. We found that by

the 39 run all of our tires were coated with
sealer and rubber picked up from the track.
Once that happened, the driving experience
was similar to being on ice. No matter where
you tried to shift the weight transfer in the cor-
ner, all 4 wheels would slip making it difficult to
get the cars to turn at all. Once the car did
find grip, it often resulted in snap oversteer
and a spin. Only a few drivers found there
way around smoothly for the rest of the day.
Down in the kart grid, we gave up trying to be
competitive after the second run. At that point
it just became fun to see who could make it
around the track without spinning or getting a
DNF. | felt bad for my co driver, Sean
Tillinghaust, who had been invited by the
Hoovers to try out an autocross. Sean is a
club racing instructor for BMW and he had
taken to the kart right away, but conditions
were so slippery he really couldn’t put a solid
run together which was very frustrating for
him. We tried to explain that normally it was-
n’t like this and we’ll try to get him back for an
event at Cooper later this year.

The third run group was a bit better. Some
clouds had started to move in from the high
humidity which stabilized the temperature and
the third group learned from watching the sec-
ond run group to slow down to keep from spin-
ning. Tire build up was still a problem and
once coated, you really had no hope of a fast
run. The chiefs all talked about it and looked at
the course at the end of the day. A few more
runs in the heat and we would be causing seri-
ous damage to the sealer. Would Sunday be as
hot? Could we get the event in without hurting
the surface any further and putting our lot in
jeopardy?

We wrapped up around 4:00 which was perfect
timing for the arrival of the Pig Roast/Luau
party sponsored by Brian and Neva at
Autobody Specialist and Mike and Brenda from
Appearance Automotive. Once again they out-
did themselves bringing in big helpings of deli-
cious food for our competitors. For desert we
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had some home made goodies that Zsolt’s family
brought. We also had several door prizes we gave
out and as the party wrapped up Randy Hoover and
Tonya Smith broke out the water balloons and squirt
guns to cool us down.

For those of us who stayed the night at the lot, it
cooled down into a beautiful evening. The kids
played and wore themselves out, the adults played
cards, swapped stories, and had a few drinks
together. We even had a fireworks display when the
Picnic at the Pops group set off their display. By
11:00 I think everyone had settled down for the
night.

At about 4:30 in the morning | heard the first pitter
patter of raindrops on the tent. By 5:30 it was a
steady downpour before letting off at about 6:00.

It was an ominous sign of things to come for the
Governor’s Cup.

When Tammy arrived in the morning, she gave me
the weather report that rain was moving in and we
could have heavy downpours starting at noon.
Fortunately, the morning set up went smoothly and
we jumped into the morning qualifier runs on time.
This year we used a format where the class winners
would be determined by summing all three of the
morning runs together and whoever had the lowest
elapsed time would be the winner. At the end of the
first group the first rain shower set in and everyone
in the second group scrambled to get their rain tires
on. | believe | was one of the first to succumb to
my own format when | promptly slid off the track on
my first run thus insuring myself the maximum time
penalty from which I could not recover. Overall,
everyone handled the conditions well and the morn-
ing qualifying finished on time. It was a challenge
because every run it seemed that the track had a
different condition ranging from soaking wet to
almost dry and back again!

We took a lunch break to calculate the results and
determine our competitors for the Governor’s Cup
run off. As we finished up the paperwork, the skies
opened up with a huge downpour! It passed quick-
ly, but once again the course was soaked. We cut
the field into two parts so we would have enough
workers to safely cover the 64 car portion of the run
off and quickly narrowed the field to 32 and then
further to 16. Once again our top drivers rose to
the occasion with Mike Smith, ZB Lorenc, Scott
Johnson, Tonya Smith, Randy Hoover, Garrick
Forkenbrock, Rhett Van Voorhis, Mike Herbert, Craig
Distl, Buddy Cummings, Pete Bates and Mike Ucker
all making the top 16. We also had some newer
names in the mix such as Ron Jeffers, Jon Voegeli
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and Stanislav llin. We even had Dillon Packard,
from the Formula Junior program, who was flying
around the course in the wet conditions. As the
field narrowed to 8 the drama continued to
increase. Mike and Tonya moved on as did Randy
and Dillon. Mike Herbert was running extremely
strong and last year’s winner Garrick Forknbrock
was edged out. The first draw of the elite 8
group was Randy Hoover against Dillon Packard.
Then the real drama kicked in. Dillon’s kart would
not run consistently. We had about 5 people work-
ing to get it going, but finally had to let Randy go
first since we could not keep the kart running.
Randy had a momentary mistake and DNF’d his
run. All Dillon had to do was make it around the
course to move into the final 4. Randy prepared to
park his car for the day. But Dillon’s kart would not
start! We tried cleaning the spark plug, starter
fluid, and everything else we could think of and
just could not keep it running. Dillon finally had to
concede and Randy was back in the race! His
next draw was Mike Smith; while Mike Herbert
and Rhett Van Voorhis also paired off against each
other. The track was rapidly drying out and times
kept falling as each competitor went out. The runs
were clean and fast but it came down to Randy
Hoover and Mike Herbert for the final pairing. Both
runs were just about perfect for their respective
cars. We all held our breath for the final pax cal-
culation and Randy emerged as our 2007
Governor’s cup champion after a roller coaster of
emotions during the event!

I want to thank our sponsors, Autobody Specialist
and Appearance Automotive again for helping us
with such a great event and again for Brian and
Neva for arranging for the party and letting me
drive their spare kart. (I swear | will get mine
