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Going into June we knew that the
moving of the Runoffs to Heartland Park
would have a negative impact on our
National Race. We just didn’t know how
much of an impact to expect.  It turns out
that we lost 100+ cars!  Checking around,
we found about 29 of those cars went to
the Road Atlanta race held that same
weekend. When we got to the National

June 10th & 11th in Topeka, we found
that they were up 148 cars. So I guess
you could say we found all of our lost
entries.
Speaking of Topeka, upon our return visit
we found a “much improved” Heartland
Park since we were there in April.
Although the timing and scoring building
was still in the final stages of construc-
tion, the rest of the facility was “ready to
go”.  The access roads in the paddock
have all been widened and resurfaced.
The roads around the paddock, fuel
pumps and impound were as smooth as
the race track, and actually had a lot
more grip than the track.  The garages,
although smaller than those at Mid Ohio,
have a nice 20’ pad in front of each
garage door and they give you a set of
keys to secure your area.  Impound can
hold 20+ cars, has new restrooms and
about 15 showers stalls available to
everyone staying in the paddock.

We also found that the Kansas Region was
having a 105 car autocross at the same
time as the National Race on the surface
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that will be used for an overflow paddock
for the Run Offs and the Solo National
Championships in September.  The
autocross surface is just as slippery as the
track and the Prepared Cars were running
Hoosier 35 compound with the 130 degree
surface temperatures and talking about
going to the 25 compound in September.
They paddocked and ran on the same lot,
which did not look much bigger that
Cooper Stadium, so it will be interesting to
see how they will put together two
Championship courses into the area.
Now that the facility is nearly finished, it
would appear that the Kansas Regions are
shifting their focus to recruiting SCCA
Workers.  OVR is fortunate to have a good
strong worker base and good neighboring
regions with which to combine forces and
support the races at Mid Ohio and Nelson
Ledges.  According to the local REs in
Kansas, they squeaked by with enough
workers to manage the race as well as
doing a lot of recruiting from the Solo
ranks to make the race happen.  

At the last OVR Board Meeting we had an
interesting discussion on how to recruit
workers.  Over the past few years we have
tried a variety of advertising and recruiting
ideas… none with a great deal of success.
I don’t buy the argument that “We tried
that fifteen years ago and it didn’t work…
so it won’t work now”, so we are going
back to placing “Help Wanted” Ads in the
Observer’s Stand and re-working some old
ideas, but I would appreciate any new
ideas you members might have for recruit-
ing workers.

OVR works hard to show our appreciation
of the workers.  Our parties are good, we
give out a lot of door prizes and we recog-
nize our workers at the Annual Banquet. Is
there something else the Region should be
doing that we are not? Is there something
that Topeka could do to spark an interest
in you to head west in October?
